A Note from the Band Nurses

If your child takes medication on a regular basis, there are guidelines from the North Allegheny School District, which must be followed on our trip in April.

1.
All medications must be in their original container labeled with the

following information:

a.
Child’s name

b.
Dosage of medicine to be taken

c.
Time medicine is to be taken

2.
If your child takes medication classified as “controlled”, these medications must be given to the nurse to dispense during the tip.  Examples include:

a.
Prescribed pain medication

b.
All ADD/ADHD medications

c.
Any medications containing Sudafed

A completed Parental Medication Permission Form must be turned in with the medications.

If your child is on any other prescribed medications such as antibiotics or medication for acne, allergies, or migraines and you would prefer the nurses dispense them, we will be happy to do so. Again, please complete a Parental Medication Permission form and send it with the medication.

If your child is on daily medications and you would prefer they self medicate and it is not a controlled medication, indicate this on the Parental Medication Permission Form.  Turn completed form in prior to departure for the trip.

For student safety and per District policy, no medication is to be brought on the trip without proper notification of the nurses and written permission of the parents.

As with previous trips, we will provide Tylenol, Ibuprofen and Tums to the students as needed.

Collection of the permission forms and medication will be done prior to boarding the buses. There will be a designated table in the cafeteria for this.
