Chaperones

How do I volunteer to become a chaperone or to participate on another NADBP committee?

A.
Early in the summer your child will bring home, or you will receive via postal or email, a set of materials including a volunteer form. You can volunteer for any of the NADBP committees by completing the form or by calling or emailing the NADBP presidents; you can also call the Head Chaperones. Also, keep an eye on the band website (naband.org) for notification of the chaperone orientation session typically held during the summer. This session provides an overview of a chaperone’s role and responsibilities.

Q.
What are the requirements for chaperones?

A.
All band parents who wish to chaperone must participate in a mandatory chaperone orientation and training session, as well as anti-bullying and anti-hazing training. Training sessions are provided in June and August, usually during the first week of band camp. 

Each chaperone must also provide two Pennsylvania state certifications: Pennsylvania Child Abuse History Clearance Form (CY-113) and Pennsylvania State Police Request for Criminal Record Check Form (SP4-164).

The certifications only need to be submitted when a band parent first becomes a chaperone; they roll over from year-to-year. The state charges a $10 processing fee for each form.

Q.
What are the chaperones’ responsibilities?

A.
The primary function of the chaperones is to insure the safety of the band members. Duties for chaperones vary from event to event and are discussed at the chaperone meeting before departure. Chaperones are expected to do the following: relay accurate information, do bus counts, assist with equipment, distribute water, escort students to restrooms and help keep our band safe.

How are chaperones assigned?

A.
Parents submit their top 3 event choices. A schedule is then made by the Head Chaperones. The Band Directors are in contact with the Head Chaperones weekly to discuss all chaperone issues. A great deal of time and effort is taken to insure our children’s safety.

Q.
Do the chaperones wear any special clothes?

A.
Chaperone attire is black pants with a gold top. Gold NA Band logo shirts can be purchased through NADBP, although any gold shirt is suitable.
